When This Medicine Should Not Be Used:
This medicine is not right for everyone. Do not use it if you had an allergic reaction to albuterol

How to Use This Medicine:
Aerosol, Powder Under Pressure, Solution

- Take your medicine as directed. This medicine is used with either a metered-dose inhaler or a nebulizer.
Solution: You will use this medicine with an inhaler device called a nebulizer. The nebulizer turns the medicine into a fine mist that you breathe in through your mouth and to your lungs. Your caregiver will show you how to
use your nepulizer.
- Store unopened vials of this medicine at room temperature, away from heat and direct light. Do not freeze. An open vial of medicine must be used right away
- Aerosol: You will use this medicine with a device called a metered-dose inhaler. The inhaler fits on the medicine canister and tums the medicine into a fine spray that you breathe in through your mouth and to your lungs.
‘You may be told to use a spacer, which is a tube that is placed between the inhaler and your mouth. Your caregiver will show you how to use your inhaler and the spacer (if needed).
+ To use the inhaler:
= Remove the cap and look at the mouthpiece to make sure it is clean.
= Shake the inhaler well just before each use. Avoid spraying this medicine into your eyes.
= Test spray in the air before using for the first time or if the inhaler has not been used for a while
- Ifyou are supposed to use more than one puff, wait 1 to 2 minutes before inhaling the second puff. Repeat these steps for the next puff, starting with shaking the inhaler.
= When you have finished all your inhalations, rinse your mouth out with water.
= Clean the inhaler mouthpiece at least once a week with warm running water for 30 seconds. Let it air dry completely.
= Ifyou need to use the inhaler before it is completely dry, shake off the excess water, replace the canister, and spray it 2 times in the air away frem the face. Use your regular dose. Wash the mouthpiece again and dry
it completely
= Store the canister at room temperature, away from heat and direct light. Do not freeze. Do not keep this medicine inside a car where it could be exposed to extreme heat or cold. Do not poke holes in the: canister or
throw it into a fire, even if the canister is empty
- Missed dose: Take a dose as S00N as you remember. If it is almost time for your next dose, wait until then and take a regular dose. Do not take extra medicine to make up for a missed dose
- Read and follow the patient instructions that come with this medicine. Talk to your doctor or pharmacist if you have any questions

Drugs and Foods to Avoid:
Ask your doctor or pharmacist before using any other i i thi 1t i vitamins, and herbal products.

- Some medicines can affect how albuterol works. Tell your doctor if you are also using digoxin, blood pressure medicine, any other inhaled medicine, or a diuretic (water pill). Tell your doctor if you have used medicine for
